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Directions: Use your journal to help you write the reading response.  Remember your title, name, and date.  Use your best handwriting.  Remember to indent, or put your two stars down.  Make sure there are at least 5 sentences.  There should be an introduction sentence, at least 3 body sentences, and a conclusion sentence.  Use your word choice words and other describing words to help paint the picture for your reader.  Make sure to write complete sentences and use punctuation marks.

	Do you think this story could really happen?  Tell me 3 or more reasons why is could or could not happen.
	If you could give your story a new title what would it be?  Explain why this would be a good title.
	What is the problem in your story?  How is it solved?

	You have been picked to make a new book cover for your book. Describe the picture you would put on the cover and why you would choose it.
	What does this story remind you of?  Did you make connections to the story?  Write a paragraph about how you connected with this story.
	Why do you think the author wrote this story?  What was the author trying to teach you?
	Tell about how a character in your story changes from the beginning to the end of the story.

	Switch places with the main character in the story.  What would you have done differently?  What would you have done the same?
	If the character were sitting next to you, what would you like to ask him/her?  Why?
	Does this story remind you of another story you’ve read?  Explain why?

Is there a character that reminds you of someone you know?  Why?
	Write a letter to one of the characters in the story.  Remember all the parts of a letter.

	Add another character to your story.  Describe this character.  Why would they be a good addition to the story?
	Gather content information from a book or a few books on the same subject and write a fact-based piece.
	Describe the setting, characters, plot/problem, events, and the outcome of the story.
	Write a conversation that some of the characters in the story could have had.

	Write an advertisement or recommendation for the book.  Make sure to use persuasive ideas to convince people to read this book.
	Write a summary of the story.
	Change the setting of the book.  If you had written this book, where would you have made the setting?  Why?
	Create your own reading response activity and have it approved by your teacher.
